Taekwondo Australia  is seeking Expressions Of  Interest  (EOIs)  from members  interested  in assisting 
the Association by filling various positions on TA managed international sparring and poomsae teams, 
or as a volunteer for our highly successful Australian Open and National Championships. 
 
Why Register an EOI 
In  order  to  improve  the  efficiency  of  making  team  arrangements  and  preparing  teams  for 
international competitions, we wish to provisionally appoint the relevant team positions prior to the 
selection of the teams, which is usually via a selection tournament or the Taekwondo Australia Points 
System (TAPS). To do this we will require a short  list of appropriately qualified officials who can be 
approached to seek their availability for the team’s tour.  
 
It is Taekwondo Australia’s intention to guarantee that a rotational appointment system operates to 
ensure  that  we  are  to  build  a  base  of  experienced  officials  from whom we  are  able  to make  the 
appropriate appointments as the needs arise.

Registration Forms and submit them as indicated.

To support our national technical and sports development programs, we are seeking the assistance of 
suitably  qualified  and  experienced  members  who  are  able  to  fill  one  or  more  of  the  following 
positions on TA managed teams to contest international competitions and training camps.

Team Manager 
Duties:  Make  all  the  necessary  outfitting,  travel,  accommodation,  training  venue  and  registration

Team Masseuse  
Duties:  Provide remedial massage services for the athletes pre and post competition. 
 
VOLUNTEERS AUSTRALIAN OPEN AND NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS 
To  support  our  National  Championships  we  are  seeking  the  assistance  of  suitably  qualified  and 
experienced members who are able to fill one or more of the following positions at the 2011 National 
Championships to be held in Canberra ACT between 8 and 13 September 2011.  
 
Volunteers will receive packages consisting of Volunteer Tshirt, Security Pass, Meal and Refreshment 
Vouches  and  go  into  a  draw  for  an  Adidas  tracksuit  which  has  been  sponsored  by  JOLS  and 
Taekwondo Australia. 
The position that we are seeking to fill are: 
 
Registration Supervisor (two positions) 
Duties:   Ensure  the  registration  and  weigh‐in  areas  are  appropriately  setup;  Ensure  weigh‐in  and 

registration  officials  are  competent  in  their  roles;  Ensure  competitors  are  being  correctly 
identified,  weighed‐in  and  player  cards  are  issued;  Ensure  a  smooth  flow  of  competitors; 
Refer technical queries to the Weigh‐in Referee. 

 Registration and Weighing Officials (several positions) 
Duties:   Register poomsae competitors and  issue player  cards after  sighting  identification; Register 

sparring  competitors  and  issue  their  player  card  after  sighting  identification  and  ensuring 
that they are within their division weight.  

 Weigh‐in Referee (two positions) 
Duties:  Ensure that the weigh‐in is conducted with the World Taekwondo Federation rules. 

Martial Registration Supervisor 
Duties:  Ensure  the  smooth  running  of  the  marshalling  registration  area  and  supervise  the 

competitor warm up area. 

Registration Marshall (two positions) 
Duties:  Call  up each division poomsae players ensuring  that  they are  ready  to be marshalled  to a 

court  in  a  timely manner;  Call  up  sparring  pairs  and  their  coaches  ensuring  that  they  are 
ready to be marshalled to a court in a timely manner. 



 

   

 
Medal and Results Officials (several positions) 
Duties:  Enter and verify results and issue medal to winning competitors. 
 
Tournament Masseuse 
Duties:  Provide remedial massage services for the athletes pre and post competition. 
 
Tournament Doctor 
Duties:  Provide  remedial medical  services  for athletes’  injuries and advise  the Event Manager and 

the athlete’s coach on the physical health of athletes to compete on the day of competition 
where injuries are apparent.  

 
Tournament First Aid Officers (several positions) 
Duties:  Assist the Tournament Doctor with the provision of remedial medical services for athletes’ 

injuries. 
 
Field Of Play Marshals (several positions) 
Duties:  Under direction from the Chief Marshall escort competitors to their allocated court; Identify 

and report any field of play safety issues. 
 
Technical Assistant (several positions) 
Duties:  Under direction of the Field of Play Manager enter poomsae results; Under the direction of 

the Head Of Court Referee operate the Fight Management System. 
 
Administration Assistant 
Duties:  Resolve  competitor  entry  queries,  registration  and  payment  issues;  Assist  the  Event 

Management Team with the running of the tournament.  
 
Retail Assistants (several positions) 
Duties:  Assist with retail sales in the Taekwondo Australia Merchandise Shop.
